LIVERPOOL CATHEDRAL ORGAN is one of the greatest in the 
world and the largest in the UK. For some years it has been ailing and we 
must now raise £900,000 if we are to restore it. 
 
YOU CAN HELP by adopting one of the 10,268 organ pipes. For this, 
you will receive a certificate and your name will be recorded next to your 
pipe in a commemorative book. You may perhaps wish to name your pipe 
in memory of a friend or relation, or give one as a special gift for a 
birthday or anniversary. 
 
PLEASE BE AS GENEROUS AS YOU CAN There is no upper limit 
to the size of the donation you can give. There is however a minimum 
donation for Pipes of 2ft and smaller of £2; 4ft and smaller of £4; for pipes 
of 8ft and smaller £8, for pipes of 16ft £16, and for pipes of 32ft £32. The 
Bombarde Organ stops are £25 per pipe, and the Tuba Magna, Trompette 
Militaire and 64ft Resultant Bass are £50 per pipe. There are 61 notes for 
each of the 117 manual stops and 32 notes on each of the 35 pedal stops, 
so there are plenty of notes ‘up for adoption’. 
 
PROOF OF ADOPTION An acknowledgement of your donation will 
be sent to you along with a certificate of adoption of your note. The 
commemorative book will be on show at recitals for inspection at a 
special desk under the bridge, where pipes may be purchased. Adopted 
parents will be given priority booking at the Gala opening of the organ 
and other events.
