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Philip Scriven was born in Chard in 1970, and
was a chorister at Westminster Abbey and a
music scholar at Charterhouse. He went on to
study at the Royal Academy of Music; St John’s
College, Cambridge; the Musikhochschule in

Vienna; and the Juilliard
School in New York.

As a recitalist, Philip has
toured Europe, Canada and
the USA, and in 1995 he won

the Royal College of Organists’
Performer of the Year title. In
September 1998 he returned to
Westminster Abbey as Acting
Sub­Organist, and a year later
moved to Winchester Cathedral
as Assistant Master of Music.
He took up his current position
as Organist and Master of the Choristers at
Lichfield Cathedral in September 2002.
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
