The Pedal Organ was enlarged in 1896 by the addition of a Bourdon 16 and Quint 10. 2/3

In 1914 it was enlarged by the local firm of Adkins by the addition of a choir manual on pneumatic action.

In 1975 the organ was returned to the original 2 manual scheme and the tracker action was retained. The Pedal divison was placed on electric action and enlarged by new or re-used pipework from the 1914 choir organ, new mixture work was added to the manuals.

The latest, comprehensive overhaul has been carried out by E. Stow of Derby and has included the renewal of all leatherwork and refurbishment of the console in the style of the Willis original including new rosewood stopknobs to replace the 1975 plastic ones. Tonally the Willis pipework has been restored to its original sound and the 1975 additions have been modified. The only change to the Willis material has been the replacement of the rather weak Swell Piccolo with a brighter Flageolet to balance the chorus better.
